In the dense, tropical rainforests of West Africa, a 

rare and remarkable herbivore roams: the pygmy 

hippopotamus. Recognised for its unique features 

and secretive nature, this elusive mammal has 

long fascinated scientists with its extraordinary 

appearance and intriguing way of life.

The pygmy hippo, the only living relative of the common 

hippo, spends time in tropical forests, rivers and swamps; 

therefore, it has developed physical adaptations that help it 

thrive in those environments. Its short, muscular legs enable 

quick movement through dense undergrowth while its 

broad, webbed feet assist with gripping slippery riverbeds 

and muddy banks. Since its eyes, ears, and nostrils are 

positioned high on its head, it can see, hear and breathe 

when submerged in water. This compact, barrel-shaped 

animal has also evolved to have thick skin (up to 5 cm) 

which shields against the thorns and parasites that are 

abundant in its habitat. This skin secretes a pinkish oil 

called hipposudoric acid – often referred to as ‘blood sweat’ 

– which provides antibacterial protection and acts as a 

natural sunscreen.

Pygmy hippos are equipped with four stomach 

chambers to process the huge amount of food they 

consume − around 40 to 50 kg daily! According to 

experts, these herbivores feed on fruits and aquatic 

plants, which are available in the waters where they 

and elongated snouts push aside unsuitable material 

(like thick stems and coarse grasses) while tearing 

through tough vegetation. Interestingly, pygmy hippos 

are nocturnal feeders; this enables them to stay cool, 

avoid predators and reduce competition for food!
